In her quest to attain higher knowledge and excel in
the field of dance, she migrated to Vadodara in
Gujarat to join the Faculty of Performing Arts at the
M.S. University. Here, she got the opportunity to be
trained under the able guidance of her guru, Prof.
C.V. Chandrasekhar, a disciple of Smt. Rukmini Devi
Arundale ( founder of Kalakshetra, Adiyar, Chennai)
and a globally renowned exponent of
Bharatanatyam style of dance for more than 60 years
NOW.

Sucharita completed her Master's degree in
Bharatanatyam in 1988 along with her Bachelor's
degree in Ancient Indian History and Archeology.
She also performed her Arangetram successfully in
the same year. Her performing skills impressed her
teachers at Vadodara. Besides, presenting several
performances there, she was selected for a group
dance in the famous TV serial “Ramayana” produced
by late ShriRamanand Sagar. Later on she completed
her Ph.D. from the Banaras Hindu University. Her
subject was “Dancing Divinities in Indian Art".

Dr. Sucharita Khanna is both a performing artist and
a teacher. She mainly devotes herself to impart
training to young students. Balancing her
obligations towards her family-husband and two
loving children-Sucharita answered the inner call of
her adopted profession of imparting knowledge and
training to young girls and boys by setting up
“Kalanidhi - Centre of Performing Arts” at Kanpur in
Uttar Pradesh. Today, the institute is a leading
performing arts school and imparts regular training
to students. Till date, twelve students have
performed the prestigious 'Arangetram’.
